Police reports
The police in our area have a system 
whereby people can be made aware 
of developments. They send out 
many emails, typically around 5 a 
day. These tell of the areas in which 
they will be carrying out particular 
operations (such as speed checks, 
breathalysing, car insurance). They 
often describe incidents, crashes, 
arrests etc. Regular warnings about 
door-to-door salesmen, frauds etc. 
are given, together with crime-
prevention advice.
